Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1. At waste / recycling tips within the council area, which waste and recycling is free to dispose of and for which waste / recycling are residents charged fees for?
Residents can deposit household waste free of charge at both of the council’s household recycling centres at Freemans Common and Gypsum Close. 

There are no charges for depositing DIY waste; although for certain DIY waste types there are restrictions on the amount that can be deposited. For further explanation of what is meant by ‘household waste’ and which DIY waste types are restricted, please refer to our guidance on household and commercial waste which is available from the webpage Recycling centres (leicester.gov.uk) at guidance-on-household-and-commercial-waste-august-2019.pdf (leicester.gov.uk)
2. Of these chargeable services, what is the cost of disposing of each waste / recycling item?
We do not charge for any household waste at the household recycling centres. 

If residents wish to deposit wastes that are not household waste (for example from works carried out by a builder) or if they have larger amounts of DIY waste than what is permitted at the household recycling centres, they can choose to visit our trade waste facility at Gypsum Close. Information on the prices we charge for trade waste is available at Business waste (leicester.gov.uk)
3. What is the average size of domestic recycling bins provided to residents by the council?
The council does not provide domestic recycling bins for houses and some flats. Instead most residents are provided orange bags for their recycling of paper/card, glass, plastic containers and metal containers. Residents can use as many recycling bags as necessary. 

Recycling bins are only provided as communal recycling bins that are shared by a number of residents living in flats. They vary in size depending on how many residents share them. 

4. What is the average size of domestic waste bins provided to residents by the council?

The standard size of bin issued by the council is a 140 litre bin which is emptied once a week. There are exceptions to this where a larger bin is provided for example for larger households or for communal use.
