Sensory play features are included as an integral part of all play area improvements, as are inclusive roundabouts, and inclusive swing seats. Contrasting colours are used to assist children with visual impairments. We have not carried out a detailed audit or all of our play areas to evaluate the level of accessibility provided as this would vary significantly for each child depending on the nature of their disability. We have one fully inclusive play area; the rest offer varying levels of accessibility.
