All our Holiday Activities and Food (HAF) programme clubs are inclusive and most can cater for children with a variety of special educational needs and disabilities (SEND).  Where individual needs cannot be met by a universal programme, we commission some specialist SEND programmes.  The total number of programmes commissioned in 2024 was 176.  Additionally, 9 specialist SEND programmes were available.

2d) if yes to 2c), In 2024, how many disabled children under the age of 18 accessed holiday clubs?

688 children with SEND under the age of 18 accessed one of our universal HAF programme clubs in 2024.  

291 children with SEND under the age of 18 accessed one of our specialist SEND HAF programme clubs in 2024.
