You asked:
Under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, please could you provide the following information about deprivation of liberty orders?

How many deprivation of liberty orders for under 18s were applied for by the authority from 2020-2025? Please could this be broken down by year - with 2025 please provide figures from the start of the year to now?

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format.  The orders granted are recorded on our reporting system and we are able to provide the information below.
However, if not granted, this detail would be recorded within the young persons case file, staff would be required to trawl through all legal casework files to establish if an application was made at any point in the 5 year period requested.
