Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am writing to ask you to provide the following information:

The most up-to-date figures for the number of residents with addresses registered in the city that are aged over 64 years old, and are currently still paying Council Tax. Please also break this data down by age.

We do not hold age data on council tax records.  There is no requirement under council tax regulations and this would be deemed excessive information held, unless to verify that the resident is over 18 years of age.  

The Council does not hold this information; therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held.

However Council Tax Support records show that as of October 2022, there were 9,658 households receiving pension-age Council Tax Support (i.e. containing at least one liable pensioner) from an overall caseload of 24,973.
