Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Under the freedom of information act, I’d like to request the following information:

Between 1st January 2019 and 1st October 2024 how much was spent by the council on SEND (special educational needs and disabilities) provision?

Our accounting period is from 01/04/2019 – 31/03/2024, for this period, the total Leicester City high needs spend was £521.815m.

Between 1st January 2019 and 1st October 2024 how much was spent by the council on legal teams for cases dealing with SEND appeals?
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

We do not hold the information requested in a reportable format; this data isn’t collated. Staff would be required to trawl through each individual appeal/casefile, and all invoices etc. to provide the information requested.  

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.
