Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Whether you collect data on fires that occur in listed buildings in your planning area, and 

We do not have a dedicated record of fires in nationally listed buildings. 

Whether you keep record of derelict buildings in your planning area, including any records on risks associated with their condition

If yes, please share 

The Empty Homes Team work with vacant residential properties. A multi-agency group meets every few months to look at ‘Abandoned and Dilapidated Buildings’, primarily in the city centre. The Planning Department manages a Heritage at Risk Register for the city, which looks at heritage assets that may be at risk. Longer term vacancy is one of the components of ‘risk’ that is factored in. A new edition of the Register will be published this year, but the last one can be seen online here: Heritage at Risk Register

We are not aware of any fires in nationally listed buildings during that date range. 

Any records that you have of derelict buildings in your planning area from 1st January 2018 to 31st December 2024 (inclusive) in a .csv or .xlsx file 

Empty property information is exempt from disclosure under section 31(1)(a) – Prejudicial to Law Enforcement which states:

“(1) Information is exempt information if its disclosure under the Act would, or would be likely to prejudice –

(a) the prevention or detection of crime.”

The disclosure of the addresses would be likely to prejudice the prevention of crime as it is believed that if a list of the addresses were to be disclosed then these properties would become more vulnerable to squatting, associated crime and other forms of criminal activity including but not limited to criminal damage, extraction of electricity and the stripping of empty properties and would increase the social and economic costs in these areas as a result.

We have compiled a list of people interested in purchasing empty properties. This list is circulated to the empty property owners who are looking to sell their properties. Once the list is sent to the property owners the council’s involvement ends, we do not get involved in negotiations etc.
