Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
- Within your jurisdiction, Leicester City, please tell me the number of residential buildings over 18 metres in height that are known to have had any aluminium composite material (ACM) cladding not meeting Building Regulations standards on the date 14 June 2017.
- Please tell me the number of these residential buildings over 18 metres in height that are known to have had any ACM cladding not meeting Building Regulations standards on the date 14 June 2017, that have received building control sign-off as having fully completed remediation (meaning all ACM cladding has been removed, replaced and the building has received building control signed off) by the date 14 February 2025.

Answer
It is not possible to determine on the date specified but the information is:
122 Buildings are in scope (18 metres plus/ 7 storeys that have two or more residences) in Leicester

27 had ACM, 10 of these have been remediated and 10 are due for remediation in 2025

28 have other metal cladding 3 have been remediated and 1 is under remediation. 10 are due for remediation in 2025 and 1 has started the process of applying for funding

Some buildings have small percentages of localised cladding or have mitigating measures in place and therefore deemed low risk or do not require remediation and holistically the buildings have been assessed.
