2. I request the amounts in £ not % spent on the above and a breakdown shown clearly.

3. You demand £1,092.76 from me this coming year. What down to the penny would this be spent on? 

4. Does any council tax money collected from residents of Leicester, get spent, loaned of given to anything other but Leicester city council services or causes outside our city?

5. If I have missed anything regarding money spent from the council tax collected, could you please add this in.

Answer:
Council tax is one source of income the Council uses to fund its overall budget. 
There are no services funded specifically by council tax – it is combined with government grant and business rates to form the Council’s budget as a whole. 
The Council’s entire budget is explained in the document you can find here: Executive decisions (leicester.gov.uk). A service breakdown is provided at Appendix One. 
This letter therefore constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, i.e., the Council Website.
