Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I'm writing under the Freedom of Information Act to request the following information:

- For each of the years 2022, 2023 and 2024, the total number of people living in supported exempt accommodation in your local authority area
2022 - the total number of people living in supported exempt accommodation was 1,221

2023 - the total number of people living in supported exempt accommodation was 1,275

2024 - the total number of people living in supported exempt accommodation was 1,079


- For each of the years 2022, 2023 and 2024, the total number of people who died while living in supported exempt accommodation in your local authority area.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Information regarding the number of deaths in this type of accommodation is not held in a format that is reportable for the purpose of this request.  Staff would have to locate and trawl through each persons case file to establish if they were still in this type of accommodation, had passed away/moved etc. Searching over 2,000 records would exceed the specified limit, therefore, this information is exempt from release.

Exempt accommodation is a type of supported housing that is exempt from locally set caps on housing benefit, where vulnerable adults are supported to live independently, and providers can be commissioned by councils.
