It is the Council’s responsibly to kennel stray dogs for up to 7 days. On the 8th day the dog becomes property of the Council’s contracted kennelling provider. 

This is when the dog can either be rehomed/transferred/Put to Sleep and this falls under the remit of the kennelling provider. In 2018-2019, the kennelling provider rehomed dogs and transferred them.

However, during the years 2020-2022, the dogs were transferred to other rescue centres to be rehomed and the kennelling provider did not rehome dogs themselves.
