Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

I am writing to you regarding your current service and interventions for young people and children 10-25 years at risk of abuse (including domestic abuse, intimate partner abuse, peer-to-peer abuse) or young people and children 10-25 years at risk of perpetrating abuse (including child-and adolescent-

to-parent-abuse, intimate partner abuse, peer-to-peer abuse).

· What services and interventions do you currently have in place for this population (including safe accommodation)?

Answer:
Leicester City Council Prevention and Safer Communities Service currently commission the following specialist services, which work with those aged 10-25 who have experienced domestic abuse or might be using domestic abuse related behaviours:

· Domestic Abuse Children, Young People and Family Service, which includes a young people safe accommodation pilot)

· Domestic Abuse Locality Service (age 16+)

· Domestic Abuse Perpetrators Interventions Service (age 18+ but also has a young people project)

· Black and Minoritised Ethnic (BME) Specialist Refuge Accommodation

· Refuge Accommodation

· Resettlement, Counselling, and Immigration Support for those in Safe Accommodation

These services will operate a range of support, including their own support packages such as ‘Space for Me’, also nationally recognised programmes like the Recovery Toolkit, the Freedom Programme, You and Me Mum, and the Respect Young People’s Programme.


· What outcomes have been achieved from these interventions?

The contracted services we commission have regular monitoring where we track several outcomes.  We can only quickly extract outcomes for specific cohorts (such as victims or alleged perpetrators of abuse aged 10-25) where there is anonymised individual level data.  This is not available for the entire population supported. It is currently not possible for us to extract perpetrator outcome data specific to those aged under 26.
