3) how many of those schools required/ will require in the future remedial work on them to replace or repair the RAAC. 
No remedial work identified as currently necessary. Ongoing monitoring in progress which will identify if future works are required. 

4) How much money the work undertaken to remediate/remove RAAC has cost/is predicated to cost in the future.
