The length of these placements varies, depending on the needs/care plans of the children. These placements were temporary and lasted 4-6 weeks, whilst others have been in place for over 12 months and are very stable.

2. Highest and Lowest Rates

· The highest weekly fee paid for a children’s home placement during the period, and the type of provision it related to.
Highest fee = £12,950 per week. This was for a regulated solo/crisis intervention placement. 

· The lowest weekly fee paid for a children’s home placement during the period, and the type of provision it relates to.
Lowest fee = £4,290 per week. This was for a standard EBD home. 

3. Average Rates: the average weekly fee for:

· Standard EBD placements = £5773 per week
· Solo placements = £12,950 per week

· DoLS or high-need therapeutic placements = £10,500 per week
