The initial selection of the SSHN sites was not done randomly. All the sites had a history of local traffic issues evidenced by resident and councillor complaints over several years 

· rat-running; 

· speeding, 

· safety and general health deprivation 

· poor air quality 

The SSHN schemes have been brought forward for delivery as a result of a successful evidence-based bid for government funding. 

Part of the experiment is to continue engagement with residents on the performance of the scheme which is ongoing.

These schemes are experimental hence all infrastructure is temporary by nature and can easily be removed if the experiment so requires.
