You asked:

Re: the new permanent cycle lanes constructed during 2023 on Braunstone Lane East and Aylestone Road.
Please forward the Stage 1, 2 and 3 Road Safety Audits for the above.
Answer:
Please find attached the requested road safety audits together with the officer responses to recommendations in the RSA.  The schemes are yet to be fully completed and ongoing works, including relating to the recommendations in the RSAs include: 
· Signing and lining to define the carriageway extents.
· Reflective wands on the segregators to provide a visual cue to road users.
· New road layout signs.
· Surfacing cycleways in Leicester ‘red’ surfacing to improve current carriageway condition and enhance visibility of the cycle tracks.
Also please note:

· At time of response, RSA 3 for Braunstone Lane East is being scheduled.

· RSA 3 is to be undertaken on completion of construction.
Names of individuals and other personal identifiable information have been redacted as these are exempt from release under Section 40(2) of the Act as they are personal data that is being processed for the purposes of progressing developments at the mentioned sites and not for disclosure to the wider world, which is how any such disclosure must be viewed. 

The Council judges that disclosure to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate & explicit purposes. 

This response therefore acts as a refusal notice under Section 17 of the FOIA in respect of this aspect of your request.
