This would include costs such as repairs to or replacement of cameras, bollards, planters, signs, traffic counters, and anything else linked to these schemes

Below are the costs associated with vandalism or damage relating to our Safer Streets Healthier Neighbourhoods or LTNs.

Damaged Bollard/lock – replacement bollards/lock etc. £662.58 
Concrete Blocks & Bollard hit (no damage to blocks) - replace bollard/lock damage/move blocks back etc. £662.58
Small Concrete Blocks Moved (no damage) – move blocks back etc. £403.04

Moved  Barriers (no damage) - reposition barriers etc. £191.90 

Overdale Road

Planter Moved - cost to reposition it etc. £272.18
